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GENERAL  STATEMENT  
 
The College offers opportunities for students to earn credits through accelerated mechanisms with a maximum 
of 75% of the program of study. This may be earned through various methods including, but not limited to, 
credit-by-exam, dual enrollment/early admission, prior learning assessment, articulation agreement, and 
transfer credit. Twenty-five percent of credits required for a degree must be earned by taking classes at the 
College to satisfy in-residence requirements for graduation.  

�x Per Florida Statute 1007.27 and Florida Administrative Code Rule 6A-10.024, credit-by-exam is 
awarded based on the receipt of the official score report with a specified minimum score on nationally 
standardized general or subject-area examinations as specified by the Florida Department of
