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GENERAL STATEMENT

IMPLEMENTATION AND OVERSIGHT 
The President has the authority to establish procedures to implement this policy.  
 
The Associate Vice President of Safety, Security, and Emergency Preparedness, under the direction of the Chief 
Operating Officer, and in consultation with the Vice Provost of Student Services and the Executive Director of 
Talent and Culture has the responsibility for implementation and oversight of policy development and 
compliance . 
 
 
VIOLATION OF POLICY 
Student violations will be determined in accordance with College Policy 6Hx-5.02, Student Code of Conduct.  
 
Employee violations of this policy will be determined in accordance with applicable College policies and 
procedures.
