ACADEMIC PROBATION

A student on academic warning who fails to achieve a term GPA of 2.0 or higher for two successive term
will be placed on academic probatiostudents on academic probation will be notiffetlowing final

The status of midents who demonstrate forward progress by earning two successive term GPAs of at least
2.0 will bechangedrom probation status to warning statu& student on academic probation who fails to
achieve a term GPA of 2.0 or higher for twasessive terms will be placed on academic suspension, which
is the next level of academic intervention.

one year Students on academic suspension will be notified following final grades processing each term

During the suspension period, the student may register fadmaoorg education courses onlyAfter the
student has satisfied thispension requiremertheir status will revert to academic probation, dahd
student mustneet with their academic advisor to make course selection(s).
